 We read the Word of God to strengthen, encourage, and challenge us for the week ahead.   
 

Old Testament Lesson                       Isaiah 55:6-13 (NIV) 
 

 6 
Seek the Lord while he may be found; call on him while he is near. 

7 
Let the 

wicked forsake their ways and the unrighteous their thoughts. Let them turn to 
the Lord, and he will have mercy on them, and to our God, for he will freely 
pardon. 

8 
“For my thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are your ways my 

ways,” declares the Lord. 
9 
“As the heavens are higher than the earth, so are 

my ways higher than your ways and my thoughts than your thoughts. 
10 

As the 
rain and the snow come down from heaven, and do not return to it without wa-
tering the earth and making it bud and flourish, so that it yields seed for the 
sower and bread for the eater, 

11 
so is my word that goes out from my mouth:  

It will not return to me empty, but will accomplish what I desire and achieve the 
purpose for which I sent it. 

12 
You will go out in joy and be led forth in peace; 

the mountains and hills will burst into song before you, and all the trees of the 
field will clap their hands.

13 
Instead of the thornbush will grow the juniper, and 

instead of briers the myrtle will grow. This will be for the Lord’s renown, for an 
everlasting sign, that will endure forever.”

Epistle Lesson                                    Galatians 5:13-26 (NIV) 
  

 13 
You, my brothers and sisters, were called to be free. But do not use your 

freedom to indulge the flesh; rather, serve one another humbly in love. 
14 

For 
the entire law is fulfilled in keeping this one command: “Love your neighbor as 
yourself.” 

15 
If you bite and devour each other, watch out or you will be de-

stroyed by each other. 
16 

So I say, walk by the Spirit, and you will not gratify 
the desires of the flesh. 

17 
For the flesh desires what is contrary to the Spirit, 

and the Spirit what is contrary to the flesh. They are in conflict with each other, 
so that you are not to do whatever you want. 

18 
But if you are led by the Spir-

it, you are not under the law. 
19 

The acts of the flesh are obvious: sexual immo-
rality, impurity and debauchery; 

20 
idolatry and witchcraft; hatred, discord, jeal-

ousy, fits of rage, selfish ambition, dissensions, factions 
21 

and envy; drunken-
ness, orgies, and the like. I warn you, as I did before, that those who live like 
this will not inherit the kingdom of God. 

22 
But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, 

peace, forbearance, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, 
23 

gentleness and self-
control. Against such things there is no law. 

24 
Those who belong to Christ Je-

sus have crucified the flesh with its passions and desires. 
25 

Since we live by 



 

 

the Spirit, let us keep in step with the Spirit. 
26 

Let us not become conceit-
ed, provoking and envying each other.

Gospel Lesson                                             Matthew 14:13-21 (NIV)

 Pastor:  The Holy Gospel according to Saint Matthew, the 14
th
 chapter. 

 Everyone:   GLORY TO YOU, O LORD. 
  

  
13 

When Jesus heard what had happened, he withdrew by boat privately to a 
solitary place. Hearing of this, the crowds followed him on foot from the 
towns. 

14 
When Jesus landed and saw a large crowd, he had compassion on 

them and healed their sick.
15 

As evening approached, the disciples came to 
him and said, “This is a remote place, and it’s already getting late. Send the 
crowds away, so they can go to the villages and buy themselves some food.” 
16 

Jesus replied, “They do not need to go away. You give them something to 
eat.” 

17 
“We have here only five loaves of bread and two fish,” they answered. 

 18 
“Bring them here to me,” he said. 

19 
And he directed the people to sit down 

on the grass. Taking the five loaves and the two fish and looking up to heav-
en, he gave thanks and broke the loaves. Then he gave them to the disciples, 
and the disciples gave them to the people. 

20 
They all ate and were satisfied, 

and the disciples picked up twelve basketfuls of broken pieces that were left 
over. 

21 
The number of those who ate was about five thousand men, besides 

women and children.
