11 

‘For thus says the Lord God: “Indeed I Myself will search for My sheep and seek 
them out. 

12 
As a shepherd seeks out his flock on the day he is among his scattered 

sheep, so will I seek out My sheep and deliver them from all the places where they 
were scattered on a cloudy and dark day. 

13 
And I will bring them out from the peo-

ples and gather them from the countries, and will bring them to their own land; I will 
feed them on the mountains of Israel, in the valleys and in all the inhabited places of 
the country. 

14 
I will feed them in good pasture, and their fold shall be on the high 

mountains of Israel. There they shall lie down in a good fold and feed in rich pasture 
on the mountains of Israel.

I will feed My flock, and I will make them lie down,” says 

the Lord God.

“I will seek what was lost and bring back what was driven away, bind 
up the broken and strengthen what was sick; but I will destroy the fat and the strong, 
and feed them in judgment.” 

 

Epistle                     I Corinthians 15:20-28 (NKJV)    

 20 
But now Christ is risen from the dead, and has become the firstfruits of those who 

have fallen asleep. 
21 

For since by man came death, by Man also came the resurrec-
tion of the dead. 

22 
For as in Adam all die, even so in Christ all shall be made alive. 

23 
But each one in his own order: Christ the first-fruits, afterward those who 

are Christ’s at His coming. 
24 

Then comes the end, when He delivers the kingdom to 
God the Father, when He puts an end to all rule and all authority and power. 

25 
For He 

must  reign till He has put all enemies under His feet. 
26 

The last enemy that will be 
destroyed is death. 

27 
For “He has put all things under His feet.” But when He says 

“all things are put under Him,” it is evident that He who put all things under Him is ex-
cepted. 

28 
Now when all things are made subject to Him, then the Son Himself will al-

so be subject to Him who put all things under Him, that God may be all in all.

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Gospel Reading                                                          Luke 21:7-28 (NKJV)    

 7 
So they asked Him, saying, “Teacher, but when will these things be? And what 

sign will there be when these things are about to take place?” 
8 
And He said: “Take 

heed that you not be deceived. For many will come in My name, saying, ‘I am He,’ 
and, ‘The time has drawn near.’ Therefore do not go after them. 9 But when you hear 
of wars and commotions, do not be terrified; for these things must come to pass first, 
but the end will not come immediately.” 

10 
Then He said to them, “Nation will rise 

against nation, and kingdom against kingdom. 11 And there will be great earthquakes 
in various places, and famines and pestilences; and there will be fearful sights and 
great signs from heaven. 12 But before all these things, they will lay their hands on you 
and persecute you, delivering you up to the synagogues and prisons. You will be 
brought before kings and rulers for My name’s sake. 13 But it will turn out for you as an 
occasion for testimony. 14 Therefore settle it in your hearts not to meditate beforehand 
on what you will answer; 15 for I will give you a mouth and wisdom which all your ad-
versaries will not be able to contradict or resist. 16 You will be betrayed even by par-
ents and brothers, relatives and friends; and they will put some of you to death. 
17 And you will be hated by all for My name’s sake. 18 But not a hair of your head shall 
be lost. 19 By your patience possess your souls. 

20 
“But when you see Jerusalem sur-

rounded by armies, then know that its desolation is near. 
21 

Then let those who are in 
Judea flee to the mountains, let those who are in the midst of her depart, and let not 
those who are in the country enter her. 22 For these are the days of vengeance, that all 
things which are written may be fulfilled. 23 But woe to those who are pregnant and to 
those who are nursing babies in those days! For there will be great distress in the land 
and wrath upon this people. 24 And they will fall by the edge of the sword, and be led 
away captive into all nations. And Jerusalem will be trampled by Gentiles until the 
times of the Gentiles are fulfilled. 

25 
“And there will be signs in the sun, in the moon, 

and in the stars; and on the earth distress of nations, with perplexity, the sea and the 
waves roaring; 

26 
men’s hearts failing them from fear and the expectation of those 

things which are coming on the earth, for the powers of the heavens will be shak-
en. 27 Then they will see the Son of Man coming in a cloud with power and great glo-
ry. 28 Now when these things begin to happen, look up and lift up your heads, be-
cause your redemption draws near.”
