But the Son of Man has come down from heav-
en. "*And as Moses lifted up the bronze snake on a pole in the wilderness, so the
Son of Man must be lifted up, '° so that everyone who believes in him will have eter-
nal life. '®“For this is how God loved the world: He gave his one and only Son, so that
everyone who believes in him will not perish but have eternal life. ' God sent his Son
into the world not to judge the world, but to save the world through him.
