of the Holy Spirit.

' Now, brothers and sisters, | want to remind you of the gospel | preached to
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you, which you received and on which you have taken your stand. 2By this
gospel you are saved, if you hoId firmly to the word | preached to you. Other-
wise, you have believed in vain. * For what | received | passed on to you as of
first importance: that Christ died for our sins according to the Scriptures, *that
he was buried, that he was raised on the third day accordlng to the Scriptures,

*and that he appeared to Cephas, and then to the Twelve. ° After that, he ap-
peared to more than five hundred of the brothers and sisters at the same time,
most of whom are still living, though some have fallen asleep. " Then he ap-
peared to James, then to all the apostles 8and last of all he appeared to me
also, as to one abnormally born. ® For | am the least of the apostles and do not
even deserve to be called an apostle, because | persecuted the church of
God. " But by the grace of God | am what | am, and his grace to me was not
without effect. No, | worked harder than all of them—yet not |, but the grace of
God that was with me. " Whether, then, it is | or they, this is what we preach,
and this is what you believed.

Gospel Lesson John 20:1-18 ( NIV)

Pastor: The Holy Gospel according to Saint John, the 20" chapter.
Everyone: GLORY TO YOU, O LORD.

"Early on the first day of the week, while it was still dark, Mary Magdalenel
went to the tomb and saw that the stone had been removed from the en-
trance. 2So she came running to Simon Peter and the other disciple, the one
Jesus loved, and said, “They have taken the Lord out of the tomb, and we
don’t know where they have put him!” ®>So Peter and the other disciple started
for the tomb. *Both Were running, but the other disciple outran Peter and
reached the tomb first. > He bent over and looked in at the strips of linen lying
there but did not go in. ° Then Simon Peter came along behlnd him and went
straight into the tomb. He saw the strips of linen lying there, “as well as the
cloth that had been wrapped around Jesus’ head. The cloth was still lying in
its place, separate from the linen. ® Finally the other dISCIp|e who had reached
the tomb first, also went inside. He saw and believed. (They st|II did not un-
derstand from Scripture that Jesus had to rise from the dead.) "° Then the dis-
ciples went back to where they were staying. "' Now Mary stood outside the
tomb crylng As she wept, she bent over to look into the tomb '>and saw two
angels in white, seated where Jesus’ body had been, one at the head and the
other at the foot. 13They asked her, “Woman, why are you crying?” “They
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have taken my Lord away,” she said, “and | don’t know where they have put
him.” ' At this, she turned around and saw Jesus standing there, but she did
not realize that it was Jesus. " He asked her, “Woman, why are you crying?
Who is it you are looking for?” Thinking he was the gardener, she said, “Sir, if
you have carried him away, tell me where you have put him, and | will get
him.” '® Jesus said to her, “Mary.” She turned toward him and cried out in Ara-
maic, “Rabboni!” (which means “Teacher”). ' Jesus said, “Do not hold on to
me, for | have not yet ascended to the Father. Go instead to my brothers and
tell them, ‘I am ascending to my Father and your Father, to my God and your
God.” "® Mary Magdalene went to the disciples with the news: “I have seen the
Lord!” And she told them that he had said these things to her.
