 Pastor:  Almighty God has had mercy upon you and has given His only Son to die for 
you and for His sake forgives you all your sins.  Because of the person, life, suffer-
ing, death and resurrection of our Lord, Jesus Christ, Therefore, as a called and or-
dained servant of Jesus and by His authority, I announce unto you the forgiveness of 
all your sins in the name of the Father, and of the + Son, and of the Holy Spirit.

The Old Testament:                                              Exodus 34:29-35 [ESV] 
[The radiant face of Moses having seen God’s glory when he received the Ten Commandments.] 

 

29 
When Moses came down from Mount Sinai, with the two tablets of the testimony in 

his hand as he came down from the mountain, Moses did not know that the skin of 
his face shone because he had been talking with God.

 30 
Aaron and all the people of 

Israel saw Moses, and behold, the skin of his face shone, and they were afraid to 
come near him. 

31 
But Moses called to them, and Aaron and all the leaders of the 

congregation returned to him, and Moses talked with them. 
32 

Afterward all the people 
of Israel came near, and he commanded them all that the Lord had spoken with him 
in Mount Sinai. 

33 
And when Moses had finished speaking with them, he put a veil 

over his face. 
34 

Whenever Moses went in before the Lord to speak with him, he 
would remove the veil, until he came out. And when he came out and told the people 
of Israel what he was commanded, 

35 
the people of Israel would see the face of Mo-

ses, that the skin of Moses' face was shining. And Moses would put the veil over his 
face again, until he went in to speak with him.

The Epistle Lesson:                                                 2 Peter 1:16-21 [ESV] 
 [The Apostle Peter teaches that the Scriptures are true and reliable, based upon God’s revela- 
  tion and Peter’s eye witness of events.] 

 

6 
For we did not follow cleverly devised myths when we made known to you the pow-

er and coming of our Lord Jesus Christ, but we were eyewitnesses of his majesty. 
17 

For when he received honor and glory from God the Father, and the voice was 
borne to him by the Majestic Glory, “This is my beloved Son,

 
with whom I am well 

pleased,” 
18 

we ourselves heard this very voice borne from heaven, for we were with 
him on the holy mountain. 

19 
And we have the prophetic word more fully confirmed, to 

which you will do well to pay attention as to a lamp shining in a dark place, until the 
day dawns and the morning star rises in your hearts, 

20 
knowing this first of all, that 

no prophecy of Scripture comes from someone's own interpretation. 
21 

For no proph-
ecy was ever produced by the will of man, but men spoke from God as they were 
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carried along by the Holy Spirit.

Holy Gospel Lesson:                                                     Mark 9:2-10 [ESV] 
[The account of Jesus’ Transfiguration]   

  Pastor:  The Holy Gospel according to St. Mark, the 9
th 

chapter. 
  Everyone:  Glory to You, O Lord. 
 
 2 

And after six days Jesus took with him Peter and James and John, and led them up 
a high mountain by themselves. And he was transfigured before them, 

3 
and his 

clothes became radiant, intensely white, as no one on earth could bleach them. 
4 
And 

there appeared to them Elijah with Moses, and they were talking with Jesus. 
5 
And 

Peter said to Jesus, “Rabbi, it is good that we are here. Let us make three tents, one 
for you and one for Moses and one for Elijah.” 

6 
For he did not know what to say, for 

they were terrified. 
7 
And a cloud overshadowed them, and a voice came out of the 

cloud, “This is my beloved Son; listen to him.” 
8 
And suddenly, looking around, they 

no longer saw anyone with them but Jesus only. 
9 
And as they were coming down the 

mountain, he charged them to tell no one what they had seen, until the Son of Man 
had risen from the dead. 

10 
So they kept the matter to themselves, questioning what 

this rising from the dead might mean.
