Epistle Lesson: Colossians 1:15-29 [NLT]

'3 Christ is the visible image of the |nV|S|bIe God. He existed before anything was creat-
ed and is supreme over all creation, '®for through him God created everything in the
heavenly realms and on earth. He made the things we can see and the things we can'’t
see—such as thrones, kingdoms, rulers, and authorities in the unseen world. Every-
thing was created through hlm and for him. " He existed before anything else, and he
holds all creation together. ' Christ is also the head of the church, which is his body.
He is the beginning, supreme over all who rise from the dead. So he is first in every-
thlng ®For God in all his fullness was pleased to live in Christ, ?*and through him
God reconciled everything to himself.

For God wanted them to know that the riches and glory of Christ are for you
Gentiles, too. And this is the secret: Christ lives in you. This gives you assurance of
sharing his glory. 2 So we tell others about Christ, warning everyone and teaching
everyone with all the wisdom God has given us. We want to present them to God, per-
fect in their relationship to Christ. 2 That's why | work and struggle so hard, depending
on Christ’'s mighty power that works within me.

%8 As Jesus and the disciples continued on their way to Jerusalem, they came to a cer-
tain village where a woman named Martha welcomed him into her home. ¥ Her sister,
Mary, sat at the Lord’s feet, listening to what he taught. “° But Martha was distracted by
the big dinner she was preparing. She came to Jesus and said, “Lord, doesn’t it seem
unfair to you that my sister just sits here while | do all the work? Tell her to come and
help me.” *' But the Lord said to her, “My dear Martha, you are worried and upset over
all these details! ** There is only one thing worth being concerned about. Mary has dis-
covered it, and it will not be taken away from her.
