First Lesson:                                                            Proverbs 28:1-2 [NLT]      

1 
The wicked  run away  when no  one is  chasing them,  but the godly  are as bold as  

lions. 
2 
When there is moral rot within a nation, its government topples easily. But wise 

and knowledgeable leaders bring stability. 
 

Second  Lesson:                                                  Acts 4:1-14, 29-31 [NLT]      

1 
While Peter and John were speaking to the people, they were confronted by the 

priests, the captain of the Temple guard, and some of the Sadducees. 
2 
These leaders 

were very disturbed that Peter and John were teaching the people that through Jesus 
there is a resurrection of the dead. 

3 
They arrested them and, since it was already 

evening, put them in jail until morning. 
4 
But many of the people who heard their mes-

sage believed it, so the number of men who believed now totaled about 5,000. 
5 
The 

next day the council of all the rulers and elders and teachers of religious law met in  
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Jerusalem. 
6 
Annas the high priest was there, along with Caiaphas, John, Alexander, 

and other relatives of the high priest. 
7 
They brought in the two disciples and demand-

ed, “By what power, or in whose name, have you done this?” 
8 
Then Peter, filled with 

the Holy Spirit, said to them, “Rulers and elders of our people, 
9 
are we being ques-

tioned today because we’ve done a good deed for a crippled man? Do you want to 
know how he was healed? 

10 
Let me clearly state to all of you and to all the people of 

Israel that he was healed by the powerful name of Jesus Christ the Nazarene, the man 
you crucified but whom God raised from the dead. 

11 
For Jesus is the one referred to in 

the Scriptures, where it says, ‘The stone that you builders rejected has now become 
the cornerstone.’ 

12 
There is salvation in no one else! God has given no other name 

under heaven by which we must be saved.”  
13 

The members of the council were 
amazed when they saw the boldness of Peter and John, for they could see that they 
were ordinary men with no special training in the Scriptures. They also recognized 
them as men who had been with Jesus. 

14 
But since they could see the man who had 

been healed standing right there among them, there was nothing the council could 
say. ~~~ 

29 
And now, O Lord, hear their threats, and give us, your servants, great bold-

ness in preaching your word. 
30 

Stretch out your hand with healing power; may miracu-
lous signs and wonders be done through the name of your holy servant Jesus.” 

31 
After 

this prayer, the meeting place shook, and they were all filled with the Holy Spirit. Then 
they preached the word of God with boldness.

 \ 

1 
One day as he saw the crowds gathering, Jesus went up on the mountainside and 

sat down. His disciples gathered around him, 
2 
and he began to teach them.

3 
“God 

blesses those who are poor and realize their need for him,
 
for the Kingdom of Heaven 

is theirs. 
4 
God blesses those who mourn, for they will be comforted. 

5 
God blesses 

those who are humble, for they will inherit the whole earth. 
6 
God blesses those who 

hunger and thirst for justice,
 
for they will be satisfied. 

7 
God blesses those who are 

merciful, for they will be shown mercy. 
8 
God blesses those whose hearts are pure, for 

they will see God. 
9 
God blesses those who work for peace, for they will be called the 

children of God. 
10 

God blesses those who are persecuted for doing right, for the King-
dom of Heaven is theirs. 

11 
“God blesses you when people mock you and persecute 

you and lie about you and say all sorts of evil things against you because you are my 
followers. 

12 
Be happy about it! Be very glad! For a great reward awaits you in heaven. 

And remember, the ancient prophets were persecuted in the same way. 
13 

“You are the 
salt of the earth. But what good is salt if it has lost its flavor? Can you make it salty 
again? It will be thrown out and trampled underfoot as worthless. 

14 
“You are the light 

of the world—like a city on a hilltop that cannot be hidden.
